PRACTICE ICE:

Two entries in a single event constitute a competition. If an event has only one entry, you will be
notified of your options. All decisions of the Chief Referee will be final.

All competitors must be in good standing of U.S. Figure Skating. Non-U.S. must comply with
U.S, Figure Skating rules 2240 and 2243. More information for non-U.S. Citizens can be found at
http://www.usfigureskating.org/Programs.asp?id=112 under second heading. Age and test status
as of February 1, 2012 (close of entries), will determine classification. All Skaters must skate at
their test level. Pairs must meet the requirements as listed in the pairs section of this
announcement. Except for well-balanced singles free skate events, men and women may be
combined into a single event at the discretion of the referee. Events may be divided or combined
or cancelled at the discretion of the referee.

Events offered include: Singles Free Skate, Pairs Free Skate, Couples Dance, Solo Dance, and
Showcase (Dramatic Entertainment/Light Entertainment).

All age categories may be divided or combined depending on the number of entries. The Chief
Referee has authority to make this decision.

1JS will be used for all championship events as well as Adult Gold through Adult Junior/Senior
Free Skate. 6.0 will be used to judge all other events at this competition.

A $30.00 fee will be charged for corrections submitted less than two weeks prior to the
Competition.

A $35.00 fee will be payable to the Peaks Figure Skating Club for any returned checks. In
addition, the skater will not be permitted to skate until the appropriate fees have been paid (CASH
or Money Order ONLY), including the $35.00 returned check fee. There will be NO Exceptions.

Once entries have closed, entry fees are refundable only if the competition is not held U.S. Figure
Skating rule #3047. If there are not enough entries to hold an event and time allows, the referee
may offer an exhibition in lieu of a refund for that event. The processing portion of the fees is non-
refundable.

Practice Ice will be available during the competition. These are offered in 30 minute sessions.

Music will be played during the un-official 30 minute practice ice sessions as specified on the
website only. Music will be played by draw. Music draw will take place on a “first come, first
serve basis’ 30 minutes prior to the start of each session. There is no guarantee that everyone’s
music will be played, however every effort will be made to do so.

There will be NO refunds on practice ice and practice ice is non-transferable.

The practice ice schedule will be available on the Entryeeze website after the schedule has been
posted. Practice ice will be sold online until midnight March 14, 2012. Additional practice ice will
be sold on site beginning Thursday March 15, 2012. (Freestyle sessions offered at the rink will
not be available to PCAS Competitors March 15-18", 2012). These will be reserved for non-adult
Peaks Figure Skating Club members and rink patrons only. There will be plenty of Practice Ice
sessions available for all competitors.

It is left to the discretion of the Chief Referee as to order, time, and day of each event. Skaters
should be prepared to skate at any time that their event may be scheduled. A tentative schedule
will be available on the Entryeeze website and the 2012 Pacific Coast Adult Sectional’s website
page as soon as it is available www.peaksfsc.org.

The official schedule will be posted in the rink lobby during the event. All changes to the schedule
will be noted on the posted official schedule and will serve as due notice. Please check schedule
frequently.

A registration desk will be established in the lobby of the rink and will be open one (1) hour
before the first scheduled event each day of the competition. All competitors are requested to
register upon arrival at the ice arena (no later than 60 minutes before your scheduled event.)
Events may be started early at the chief referee’s discretion. Skaters must check in with the ice
monitor 30 minutes before they are scheduled to skate.

CD’S ONLY. CD’S Must be clearly marked with name, event, and length of music. No CD-RW
accepted. Single Track CD’s only; no more than one program per CD.

CD’s must be turned in at the Registration Desk no later than 45 minutes prior to competing.

We will not accept any responsibility for breakage or damage; however, every precaution will be
used to safeguard music. Have a backup copy available at rink-side in the event that there is a
problem with the first CD.

After the event CD’s will be available for pick up at the Registration Desk. Peaks Figure Skating
club will not return any music by mail.

Medals to be awarded to 1% thru 4™ place immediately following posting of group’s results.

Pictures of the top four skaters in each event will be taken on the podium following the posting of
results. All skaters can also purchase individual pictures. Action photos of each skater will also be
available.

Programs of the competition are available for purchase as part of the application. A very limited
amount of programs will be available for sale at the competition.

Professional video taping of each event will be available from EVC. All U.S. Figure Skating
Championship Competitions will be professionally videotaped and photographed. Individual
videotaping of the competition in any form is not permitted. This rule will be enforced.
Photographs are permitted for personal use only. There will be NO FLASH photography permitted
in the Arena. Thank you for your compliance with these policies.

Result sheets for all events will be available for 25¢ each at the Registration Desk.

of 21 will be ineligible to compete in this event.

Skater must NOT have completed the standard, adult or masters solo or partnered Pre-Bronze dance test. No minimum
test level.

INTERPRETIVE/SHOWCASE EVENTS

Masters interpretive and adult showcase events shall consist of a variety of skating moves and elements selected for their
value in enhancing the skater’s interpretation of the music. Skaters may enter ONE or BOTH categories of interpretive
skating. Costumes that enhance the performance by appropriately reflecting the character of the music and theme will be
considered in the judging. Competitors who qualify for more than one level based on the test requirements must compete
in the highest level for which they qualify. Levels for the Adult showcase events may be combined if entries warrant at
the Discretion of the Chief Referee.

LIGHT ENTERTAINMENT: Showcase program emphasizing such choreographic expressive qualities such as comedy, love and
mime while incorporating skating skills.

DRAMATIC ENTERTAINMENT: Showcase program utilizing intense emotional skating quality to depict choreographic
theme.

MASTERS DRAMATIC SKATE AND MASTERS LIGHT ENTERTANMENT SKATE (per rule4700 &
4710) 1:40 MAX
Must meet the requirements for the adult gold free skate event, any master’s free skate or pair’s event, or have passed at

least the complete pre-gold dance test. All single jumps, including the Axel, may be included, but no double jumps
or higher are allowed. No props on the ice. Use of skating skills to develop a theme and interpret music, and
effectiveness of the costumes will be reflected in the marking.

ADULT GOLD DRAMATIC SKATE AND LIGHT ENTERTAINMENT SKATE (per rule 4700 & 4720)
1:40 MAX

Must meet the requirements for the adult gold free skate event, any masters pair event or have passed at least
one pre-gold dance test but not the complete pre-gold dance test. All single jumps, including the Axel, may be
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included, but no double jumps or higher are allowed. No props on the ice. Use of skating skills to develop a
theme and interpret music and effectiveness of the costumes will be reflected in the marking.

ADULT SILVER DRAMATIC SKATE AND ADULT SILVER LIGHT ENTERTAINMENT SKATE
(per rule 4700 & 4730) 1:40 max

Must meet the requirements for the adult silver free skate event, have passed the adult silver pair test or have
passed at least one pre-silver dance test but no pre-gold dance tests (see rule 4700). No Axels or multi-
revolution jumps. No props on the ice. Use of skating skills to develop a theme and interpret music and
effectiveness of the costumes will be reflected in the marking.

ADULT BRONZE DRAMATIC SKATE AND ADULT BRONZE LIGHT ENTERTAINMENT SKATE
(per rule 4700 & 4740) 1:40 max

Must meet the requirements for the adult bronze free skate event, have passed the adult bronze pair test or have
passed at least the complete pre-bronze dance test but no pre-silver dance tests (see rule 4700). No Axels or
multi-revolution jumps. No props on the ice. Use of skating skills to develop a theme and interpret music and
effectiveness of the costumes will be reflected in the marking.

ADULT NO TEST INTERPRETIVE FREE SKATE (per Rule 4700) 1:40 MAX

Skaters need not have passed any tests, but may not have passed the adult bronze free skating test, the complete pre-
bronze dance test, or the preliminary free skate test. No Axels or multi-revolution jumps. No props on the ice. Use of
skating skills to develop a theme and interpret music, and effectiveness of the costumes will be reflected in the marking.
